North Picadilly Road Closure
Request and Recommendation
The City of Aurora is requesting a road closure on North Picadilly Road from South Picadilly Road to East 6th Avenue.  The road closure is needed for the installation of water line, storm line, sanitary line and a box culvert.  The requested dates of road closure are from March 4, 2019 to April 22, 2019.
Public Works and Development has reviewed the road closure request and supports the request.
Background

The City of Aurora has approved a project within the City of Aurora called Horizon Uptown.  The project is located in Section 1, Township 4 South, Range 66 West of the 6th Principal Meridian, City of Aurora, Arapahoe County, Colorado.  The property is located at the northeast corner of the intersection of 6th Avenue and Picadilly Rd.  The stormwater outfall for the project extends south along Picadilly Road to Coal Creek.
Bryan Weimer, Public Works and Development Director, has delegated authority from the Board of County Commissioners to approve closure of roads within unincorporated Arapahoe County for a period of time not to exceed 20 days.  The proposed closure of N. Picadilly Road is for 49 days.

Discussion

The City of Aurora is requesting a road closure as described above for the installation of infrastructure for the Horizon Uptown project. The temporary closure of the road for time requested is necessary for traffic safety and for the protection of the work crews on the project.  Aurora has provided maps of alternate routes to be used by residents and for surrounding traffic during the proposed closure (see attached).  As work proceeds north, crews will follow, backfilling the road and/or driveways to give homeowners access to at least one driveway at each home.
Vehicle Message Boards (VMB) will be placed 7 days prior to closure.
Alternatives

The County was not provided any alternatives for the road closure.

Fiscal Impact
It is not known what the fiscal impact will be for the proposed road closure.
Concurrence
Homeowners in the surrounding area, City of Aurora and Arapahoe County residents will be affected by the recommendation.  
On 2/13/19 Lendlease had an onsite meeting with JC Hendrix (west side of Piccadilly) to discuss the road closure and utility coordination.  Lendlease is in the process of getting a signed agreement with Mr. Hendrix with he will have access to his property during all phase of construction. He is very supportive of the upcoming road closure. 

On 2/13/19 Lendlease had an onsite meeting with Arturo Gonzalez, 500 Piccadilly Road, Aurora, CO 80018.  Lendlease is in the process of entering into an agreement to rent the home during the construction phase. He is very supportive of the road closure but wants to ensure access is provided to the property at all times.
